Skaydau.u, Tina Jules, Director of Education for the Council of Yukon First Nations and Geraldine James, Director of Capacity Development for Carcross Tagish First Nation will provide a hands-on workshop focussed on identifying and articulating First Nation perspectives as it regards literacy. From the perspective of these two Tlingit women, Tina and Geraldine, workshop participants will hear their story that entails the journey of how the YFN Literacy Framework came to life in January of 2014.  This presentation demonstrates that First Nation cultures, languages, stories, laws and relationships with each other, the land and animals is integral to the concept and definition of literacy. 
Tina and Geraldine will provide information on the background and rationale that supports unique and distinct First Nation perspectives for literacy. The presentation will lay out the process and events that took place to develop the YFN Literacy Framework and will demonstrate the localization of the framework to individual First Nation communities. 
Workshop participants will be engaged in a way that connects the YFN experience to the context of their First Nation community or First Nation school, as participants will engage in exploring their individual perspectives on what literacy is and what it means to them. 

A wonderful video produced by First Nation students will wrap up the presentation and leave all participants with a warm and optimistic feeling within their hearts.
Participants will be requested to provide e-mails to receive copies of presentation materials as a means of receiving information but also as a way to preserve our trees.
